Motorcycle taxis to reach city roads soon

KOCHI: Two-wheeler taxis will
soon ferry passengers in the
city. The civic authorities are
planning to try the project
with motorcycles in the tour-
ist zone of Fort Kochi in the
first phase.

The project is being intro-
duced by the Kerala Sustain-
able Urban Development
Project (KSUDP) authorities

under the Poverty Social
Fund.

According to the author-
ities, a five-member group
will be given support for op-
erating motor bike taxis in se-
lect areas of the city in the
initial stage. The beneficiar-
ies will have to be suggested
by the corporation council-
lors and approved by the wel-
fare committee constituted

by the civic body.

The motorcycle taxi
scheme was being planned
under the livelihood im-
provement  scheme  of
KSUDP, said City Mayor To-
ny Chammany.

Two banks have come for-
ward to supporting the pro-
ject and 35 per cent of the
project cost will be shoul-
dered by the KSUDP as sub-
sidy. While the contribution
of the beneficiaries will be 5

per cent of the total cost, the
banks will imance around 60
per cent of the funds re-
quired.

According to primary esti-
mates, each Dbeneficiary
would reguire  around
Rs.75,000 for the project, an
official of the KSUDP said.

The scheme would be
launched anytime and the
civic authorities were waiting
for the beneficiaries to come
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
